The books were selected by various mystery booksellers and
include a short synopsis. A similar book is 100 FAVORITE MYSTERIES OF THE
CENTURY which is also a collection from mystery booksellers with a synopsis. It's
divided into decades which, in my opinion, makes it even more fun to read.

Mystery reference books are also popular. We have the latest editions of the four-
volume set of MYSTERY WOMEN:AN ENCYCLOPEDIA OF LEADING WOMEN
